Mary Ryder Home was selected by Washington University’s School of Art for this year’s Public Practice Program, an ongoing community outreach effort that occurs each spring semester. Michele Ryker-Owens, acting coordinator for Washington University School of Art, is facilitating the design and installation of sculpture and ceramic works by four students and herself.
“We are thrilled to partner with Washington University in this effort,” says Vicki Burke, development director of Mary Ryder Home. “The new art will mean so much to our Residents.”

All undergraduate and graduate sculpture and ceramic students have the opportunity to design and install pieces for the Public Practice Program. Selected venues are typically healthcare and eldercare facilities. The students present proposals with budgets and their projects are funded by the School of Art. This is an excellent opportunity for students to get involved in community art, and reflects a national trend and the School’s commitment to “art becoming social action.”
